Arcadia Community, Superintendent’s Report
We are a month away from the beginning of a new school year. Our special summer projects have all been
completed and our yearly maintenance on classrooms and hallways is nearing completion.

There are several projects both in discussion and in planning stages for summer 2024. We anticipate final-
ly, the construction of our greenhouse, located at the southwest corner of the 1961 building. This location
gives our students convenient access to reduce instruction time lost in transition. In addition, being con-
nected to the building vastly decreases the cost of getting utilities to the site during construction.

We are also planning a new secure entrance at the front of the building between the 1923 and 1954 build-
ings. This will provide a replacement to the existing entrance and significantly increase our building securi-
ty specifically during school hours. The funding for this project is coming from the Ohio Facilities Construc-
tion Commission where we received $300,000 from our application for a K-12 School Safety Grant.

While the secure entrance is under construction it will be a good time to do some repaving of the front park-
ing area and driveway. The last time this had repairs and recoating was in August of 2014. Both this pro-
ject, as well as the greenhouse project will be payed for with funds the Board of Education has been setting
aside for the past few years for capital improvements.

As you are reading this, we will be once again reviewing various parts of our strategic plan to determine
where we are at and what adjustments need to be made. Over the past year of the plan, we have made
good progress in many areas. Some of the upcoming projects regarding our facilities is the updating of our
HVAC and an additional gymnasium. These were the two most prevalent items from the survey regarding
facilities back in August of 2021. Currently, we are getting estimates on how much these projects will cost.
From there we will be considering the timing of the projects and how we plan to finance them.

In closing, | hear comments periodically that we have plans to do large scale projects if some additional
money starts coming into the district. There are no plans formal or informal at this time regarding this pos-
sibility. The only things being considered currently are the projects to upkeep / upgrade our existing facili-
ties, as was mentioned earlier in this update. If you have questions regarding the aforementioned topics or
any other, please feel free to give me a call or stop in.

As we prepare for the new school year, there are several items | would like to
share with students and parents.

Our 7t grade and New Student orientation will take place on August 28 to welcome students into the building for the 2023-24 year, Back to School / Schedule Pick Up will start at 1:00 pm on Monday
August 28. Students will be able to pick up schedules, pay school fees, put items in their lockers and locate their classes. At 6:00 pm incoming 7t grade students and any new students to the school
are invited to attend an orientation meeting to introduce them to Arcadia HS/MS. Orientation will be held in the school auditorium.

The Ohio Department of Health requires students entering the 7th or 12th grade to receive the Meningococcal vaccine update prior to the start of the school year to be in compliance with the Ohio
Revised Code guidelines. Additionally, any child entering 7th grade will need vaccine updates prior to the start of the 2023-24 school year to be in compliance with the Ohio Revised Code guide-
lines. Tdap is now required for the students entering the 7th grade.

A parent must accompany the student and pre-
sent a health insurance card to participate. If there are any questions regarding the walk-in clinic or health code guidelines, contact your health care provider or the local Health department for addi-
tional assistance.

HOMELESS STUDENTS
Children who meet the Federal definition of "homeless" will be provided a free and appropriate
public education in the same manner as all other students of the District. To that end, homeless
students will not be stigmatized or segregated on the basis of their status as homeless and will
be assigned to the school serving those non-homeless students residing in the area in which
the homeless child is actually living. No homeless student will be denied enrollment based on a
lack of proof of residency. No Board policy, administrative guideline, or practice will be interpret-
ed or applied in such a way as to inhibit the enrollment, attendance, or school success of home-
less children.
Homeless students will be provided services comparable to other students in the District includ-
ing:
transportation services;
educational services for which the homeless student meets eligibility criteria including ser-
vices provided under Title | of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act or similar
State and local programs, educational programs for children with disabilities, and educa-
tional programs for students with limited English proficiency;
programs in vocational and technical education;
programs for gifted and talented students; and
school nutrition programs.

Search for Children with Disabilities

School districts across the state of Ohio are participating in an effort to identify, locate, and evalu-
ate all children from birth through twenty-one years of age who may have disabilities. Disability, in
this instance, means such conditions as hearing impairments, speech or language impairments,
visual impairments, specific learning disabilities, multiple disabilities, mental retardation, emotional-
ly disturbed, other health impairments, autism, traumatic brain injury, and physical impairments.

Public schools have responded vigorously to federal and state mandates requiring the provision of
a free appropriate public education regardless of a child’s disability. But before school districts can
serve children, they must be found. Many children with disabilities are not visible because they do
not function in the mainstream of the community, such as children who are homeless and children
of migrant families. Also, many unidentified children with disabilities are preschoolers. Parents
may not be aware their child has a disability or that there are programs and services available.

The school district will ask for information about the child, asking such questions as: What is the
problem? What has already been done about the problem? What background information is
available? This information may be collected in several ways including interviews, observations,
screening, and testing. This information may be obtained from parents and the student, or from
other agencies that have information about the student. This information will be used to decide
whether the child has a disability and needs special services.

All information collected will be held in strict confidence and released to others only with parent
permission or as allowed by law. For example, the school district will send records on request to a
school district or other educational agency in which a student intends to enroll. The parents may
have a copy of those records upon request.

The school district will keep a record of all persons who review confidential records with the excep-
tion of authorized school employees, or other educational agency personnel. The school will also
maintain a list of those employees who may have access to records.

The school district or other educational agency will inform the parents when personally identifiable
information collected, maintained, or used is no longer needed to provide educational services to
the child. All personally identifiable data will be kept for at least five years or longer if required for
audit purposes, or otherwise required by law.

Parents and students have rights in this process. Parents have the right to:

«  Review their child’s records;

«  Refuse permission to release information (except as required by or permitted by, law to be
released); and

« Request that information they believe to be inaccurate, misleading, or in violation of their
child’s privacy or other rights be changed. The district has a process to resolve disagree-
ments about information collected.

The school district has appointed one person to make sure that information about students is kept

confidential. Contact your school district board of education office for this person’s name.

The school district's policies and procedures for special education are available. Contact the

school district superintendent.

The school district operates an Educational Management Information System (EMIS) that assures
a practical method of identifying which children are currently receiving special education services
and which children are not. Certain data regarding children are maintained within this system.
School districts are interested in meeting the needs of children with disabilities. If you have or
know of a child who may have a disability, contact your local school for more information and help.

IDEA-B FUNDS
The Arcadia Local Schools will once again be receiving Title VI-B Funds for the 2023-2024 year.

This allocation is earmarked to help pay for the special education services Arcadia students
receive through the Hancock County Educational Service Center. The school system would like
to continue to use its IDEA-B money for this purpose.

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Student Records and Directory Information

In order to provide students with appropriate instruction and educational services it is necessary for the District to maintain exten-
sive educational and personal information. It is essential that pertinent information in these records be readily available to appropri-
ate school personnel, be accessible to the student’s parent(s) or the student in compliance with law, and yet be guarded as confi-
dential information.

The Guidance Counselor is responsible for the proper administration of student records in keeping with Ohio Law and Federal
requirements and the procedures for the collection of necessary information about individual students throughout the District.

Upon request, all records and files included in student's cumulative file are available to parent(s) or the student (if he/she is over
eighteen years of age). This request must be in writing and is granted within even calendar days. No records are to be removed
from the school; principal, teacher or other qualified school personnel must be present to explain an of the tests or other material.

All rights and protections given to parents under law and this policy transfer to the student when he/she reaches age eighteen or
enrolls in post secondary school. The student then becomes an “eligible student”.

The District provides notice to parents and eligible student annually, in accordance with the procedures set forth under administra-

tive regulations, of the rights held by parents and eligible students under law and this policy. It is the intent of the District to limit the
disclosure of information contained in the student’s education records except by prior written consent, as directory information, and
under other limited circumstances as enumerated under administrative regulations.

The following rights exists:
the right to inspect and review the student’s education records;

the right, in accordance with administrative regulations to seek to correct parts of the student's education records, including
the right to a hearing if the school authority decides not to alter the records according to the parent(s) or eligible student's
request;

the right of any person to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education if the District violates relevant Federal law,
specifically the Family Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA); and

the right to acquire information concerning the procedure which the parent(s) or eligible student should follow to obtain copies
of this policy, the locations from which copies may be obtained, as well as any fees to be charged for such copies.

The District proposes to designate the following personally identifiable information contained in a student's education records as
“directory information”

«  Student's name;

«  Student's address;

«  Student's photograph;

«  Student's date of birth;

«  Student's extracurricular participation; and

«  Student’s weight and height, if a member of an athletic team.

The above information is disclosed without prior written consent, except when the request is for a profit-making plan or activity.

Administrative regulations set forth a procedure for annual notification to parents and eligible students of the District's definition of
directory information. Parents or eligible students then have two weeks in which to advise the District, in accordance with such
regulations of any or all items which they refuse to permit as directory information about that student.

To carry out their responsibilities, school officials have access to student education records for legitimate education purposes. The
District uses the criteria set forth under administrative regulations to determine who are “school officials” and what constitutes
“legitimate educational interests:

Other than requests as described above, school officials release information from or permit access to, a student’s education rec-
ords only with the prior written consent of a parent or eligible student except that the Superintendent or a person designated in
writing by the Superintendent may permit disclosure in certain limited circumstances outlined under administrative regulations (e.g.,
transfers to another school district or to comply with judicial order or subpoena or were warranted, in a health or safety emergency,
etc.).

The District maintains, in accordance with administrative regulations, an accurate record of all request to disclose information from,
or to permit access to, a student's education records and of information disclosed and access permitted.
